The Importance of Entering the Secret Place
The Almighty has a secret place. We should have a secret place where we set aside time and a meeting place to seek and hear God. The secret place is a physical and spiritual space for intimate communion with God. 
· It represents a place of safety, shelter and divine protection.
· It is a safe place where whatever is shared remains until the time appointed to be revealed.
· It is a place where there is intimacy and it is not disturbed by distractions.
· It is a place where everyone can enter.
Psalm 91:1- He that dwelleth in the secret place of the most High shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty.
Seeking to dwell in God’s presence gives us security and protection.  We must commit ourselves in obedience to His will. Making Him our life and dwelling place. He becomes our peace in times of trouble. 
The four names of God in this Psalm describe different aspects of His protection:
1- “Most High” reveals He’s greater than anything we face.
2- “Almighty” reveals He has power to confront and destroy every enemy.
3- “The Lord “reassures us of His presence always abiding with us
4- “My God” expresses the truth that God has chosen to associate Himself intimately with everyone who trust in Him.
2-I will say of the Lord, He is my refuge and my fortress: my God: In Him will I trust.
3-Surely, He shall deliver thee from the snare of the fowler and from the noisome pestilence.
4- He shall cover thee with His feathers and under His wings shalt thru trust: His truth shall be thy shield and buckler.
Dwelleth- Hebrew means to sit, remain, or dwell. 
Dwelling is not just a physical presence but also emotional and spiritual connection. Dwelling is important because there must be a meeting place.
“Shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty”
Refuge: shelter and protection from danger
Fortress: a place of exceptional security
When we dwell in the secret place of the Most High, nothing can prevent us from excelling in Him.  He is the one who completely covers, protects, guides, directs, provides, corrects, loves, and encourages in this journey.
Matthew 6:6- But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut the door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly.
The secret place is in our heart and a physical place designed to become intimate and personal. Getting alone with God is essential in spiritual development and growth. 
We must enter the secret place regularly. Not just to minister, gather, or challenged.
The secret place helps give clarity to the assignment and season to complete each assignment. 
Early we seek because our soul thirsts for more:
Psalm 63:1-O God, thou art my God; early will I seek thee: my soul thirsteth for thee, my flesh longeth for thee in a dry and thirsty land, where no water is.
2- To see thy power and thy glory, so as I have seen thee in the sanctuary.
3- Because thy lovingkindness is better than life, my lips shall praise thee.
4-Thus will I bless thee while I live: I will lift up my hands in thy name.
Example of Jesus getting away from the multitude:
Matthew 14:22- And straightway Jesus constrained His disciples to get into a ship, and to go before Him unto the other side, while He sent the multitude away.
23- And when He had sent the multitude away, He went up into a mountain apart to pray: and when the evening was come, He was there alone.
To become spiritually sound and strengthened there must be a time to enter the secret place. Others desire more, therefore, it is vital time is given to the secret place.
Mark 1:35- And in the morning, rising up a great while before day, He went out, and departed into a solitary place, and there He prayed.
36- And Simon and they that were with Him followed after Him.
37- And when they had found Him, they said unto Him, All men seek for thee.
38- And He said unto them, Let us go into the next towns, that I may preach there also: for therefore came I forth.
39- And He preached in their synagogues throughout Galilee and cast out devils.
Points to remember:
· The secret place is designated for intimacy with God.
· It is a place of safety.
· A place of divine intervention.
· A place for growth and development
· A place for clarity and guidance
· A place to experience and enter the presence of God.
Why is it important to enter the secret place?
Because we love God and desire to have everything He has prepared for us.
We will not know His plans for us unless we diligently seek Him with our whole heart.
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
